Liturgy - Did You Know?

TheFeast of the Assumptiorof the Blessed Virgin Maryon
August 15 celebrates the dogma proclaimed by PageX@l on 1
November 1950 that: "The Immaculate Mother of Gbd,ever-virgin
Mary, having completed the course of her eartlig; ivas assumed
body and soul into heaven." With that proclamatemancient belief
became Catholic doctrine and thesumption was declared a truth
revealed by God.

Scripture is void of any information about the dggar, manner,
or place of the ending of Mary’s earthly life. Liéey references to the
Assumption as early as the™century suggest that Mary died in the
presence of the Apostles in either Ephesus or diermsbetween three
and fifteen years after Christ's Ascension. Shentegdly was buried in
a tomb in Jerusalem, but when her tomb was opeftexdheer burial, it
was found to be empty except for a few remnantdathing; thus
leaving those present to conclude that her bodyblead taken up
(assumed) into heaven.

The first Church writer to speak of Mary being takg into
heaven by God is Saint Gregory of Tours in 594.rdi®nale for the
Assumption is related to Mary having been preserved fromioaig
sin. To him it was inconceivable that Mary's sislésdy (likened to
the Ark of the Covenant which was made of incoiifiptwood)
should decay in the grave.

The origin of the feast day is also uncertain. €hdiest
references note that local celebrations occurretar” century in
Palestine, Egypt, and Arabia during either Janoaugust.
Speculation is that the feast was related to tlécdaon of a local
church rather than a date when Mary died. The Byzafmperor
Mauritius (582-602) established the celebratiothefAssumption of
the Blessed Virgin Mary on August 15 for the Eastern Church and by
the end of the 6th century the Western Church loae dikewise. To
many Catholics this is the Virgin Mary's heavenihzlay (the day
that Mary was received into Heaven).

TheFeast of the Assumptiorcommemorates two joyful
milestones in Mary’s life: the conclusion of hedwatary, dedicated
and loving commitment on her earthly journey areldesumption of
her body and soul into heaven to be reunited wethSon. This Feast
reflects on historical events, but more importantlgives us an
insight into our own relationship with God as weeliour present and
look to our future. Th&ssumption encourages us to look to eternity
with the hope that we too will follow Our Lady whear life is ended.
