Volunteers between the ages of 14 and
16 may not perform any construction nor may they
be in proximity to any construction work being done.
hey may do landscape work, clean-up of job site,
serve food and refreshments or other non-
construction duties.

olunteers aged 16-17 may perform general
construction but may not operate power tools no
work on the roof.

olunteers that are 18 years old or older may
perform all duties including the operation of powe
ools, providing that they have been checked out by
a qualified crew leader or site project manager. Any
\volunteer under the age of 18 must have a parent o

No smoking allowed on site.

Tools and Materials

Always use the right tool for the job and ask fo

Never place tools where they can fall on someone o
cause an accident, e.g. top rung of a ladder, rooftop

Inspect all ladders before use. Set ladder on solid
ground. To level, dig a hole on the hig

than building up the lower side.

Use the correct size ladder; never overextend
yourself. Do not stretch to the side, instead move the
ladder even if that means re-setting it.

Never stand on top rungs of a ladder. Keep ladde
clear of any power lines.

Always face ladder and keep hands free while
climbing. Consult house-leader for proper scaffolding
erection and bracing.

Inspect scaffolding before use; do not use damaged
planks.

Scaffolding must be level before use.

clean site is a safer work place. As things can
quickly pile up, it is best to clean up, put waste into
the dumpster and return tools to their proper storage
area continuously throughout the da

Do not leave tools or materials where others can trip
over them.

Organize debris. Please ask the house-leader fo
direction on what trash may be recycled.

Always back-drive or bend nails in boards.

Parking and Automobiles

NWMetroAtlanta Habitat  strongly  encourages]
\volunteers to carpool. Many sites have very limited
parking. Observe and comply with parking directions.
Most sites will have signs posted directing volunteers|
to parking areas and clearing marking restricted
zones. Also, remove anything of value from your car.

Weather Condition

Workdays are not typically canceled in advance due
to adverse weather conditions. If rain or othe
problems persist, the decision will be made to
shorten the workday on site by the house-leader. In
extreme conditions, such as ice, snow or during
electrical storms, you may call your house-leade
before driving to the work site.
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
